Siema Vineyards Prosecco “Vino Spumante 

Brut”  
 

 This is a classically fresh, juicy Prosecco featuring 

subtle aromas of flowers and ripe fruit, with 

refreshing acidity this is well integrated with flavors 

and effervescence.  
 

Domaine Isle Saint Pierre Sauvignon Blanc  
 

Light yellow with golden and silvery streaks. Refined and 

delicate nose with hints of overripe apricot and mango. The 

round and fleshy in-mouth texture evolves towards fresh 

notes lingering on a pink grapefruit one.

. Bricco Dei Tati Dolcetto D’Alba 
 

 An amzing ruby red with shades of purple, the Dolcetto has subtle 

and intense aromas with hints of berry fruit. It’s full bodied, velvety 

and harmonious. Great with red meat, white meat, mushrooms and 

pasta. 

 
 

  

 

Avalon Cabernet 2009 California  
 

Our 2009 vintage shows a big red ruby color. Aromas of red and 

black cherries and fleshy plums fill the glass. Oak aging adds a 

touch of vanilla and pie crust while also adding mouth feel and 

texture to the wine. The wine drinks of cherry tart, raspberries and 

boysenberry jam. Alex notes that this vintage has “good freshness” 

and “good acid”. The wine shows integrated tannins with mid-

palate grip and a silky berry finish. In a nutshell, it’s a juicy fruit 

forward wine with a great finish. 
 

Rogue Santa’s Private Reserve  
 

 Rogue’s annual holiday offering, Santa’s Private Reserve, is 

a variation of the classic Saint Rogue Red, but with double 

the hops--including Chinook, and Centennial, and a mystery 

hop called Rudolph by head brewer John “more hops” 

Maier! A double-hopped Red, reddish in color, with a roasty, 

malty flavor and a hoppy spruce finish. 

 

Fonseca Bin 27 Port  
 

 Fonseca Bin nº27 was created over a century ago for family 

consumption, and only released commercially in 1972. It is 

produced primarily from wines from Fonseca’s own quintas 

in the Cima Corgo and thus shows an exceptional quality 

and consistency from year to year. Blended from reserve 

wines selected for their superb fruit character and depth of 

color, it’s well-knit structure, rich, velvety full body and 

luscious blackcurrant and cherry flavors, also dominant in 

the bouquet, finish on an intense, lingering note. 
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
